Does your ACADEMIC GOALS STATEMENT fit the scholarship organization?  (If applying to the nursery industry for a scholarship your goal should not indicate landscape architecture, retail florist, etc.)

4.
Applications must be TYPED (or CLEARLY PRINTED). LETTERS OF RECOMMENDATION.  If you need two references, consider requesting three references so you have at least two. ALSO, they must be CURRENT letters on official stationary.  
It would be best if at least one were a Cal Poly EHS instructor.

5.
REVIEW YOUR APPLICATION with your academic advisor before mailing. 

6.
Be sure to SIGN your application and put POSTAGE on the envelope.

SCHOLARSHIPS 2021-2022
Cal Poly does not require a scholarship application for incoming students.
