The Robert Noyce Scholars program is a National Science Foundation (NSF) funded (DUE 1340110) program to provide scholarships to students who are committed to teaching science in high need school districts upon the completion of a teacher credential program. The main goal of the program is to increase the number of teachers with strong science, technology, engineering, or mathematics (STEM) backgrounds working in high need school districts. The Cal Poly Science Noyce Scholars Phase II Program will offer scholarship support for up to two academic years.

Scholarship Amounts
Scholarships will be awarded each academic year from 2014-15 through 2018-2019 and can be received by a recipient for up to two years. The scholarship amount is $10,000 per year. Noyce Associates will be selected the Fall Quarter prior to receipt of scholarship funding and participate in monthly Noyce Seminars and other professional development activities. In the year following, Noyce Associates become Noyce Scholars and can receive scholarship funding up to two years.

Scholarship Requirements   

Scholarship recipients are required to teach two-years at any school in a high need school district for each year of scholarship accepted. The directors of the program will help prepare recipients for their jobs in high need school districts. The term "high need" means a local educational agency that serves an elementary or secondary school located in an area in which there is:
· a high percentage of individuals from families with incomes below the poverty line;

· a high percentage of secondary school teachers not teaching in the content area in which the teachers were trained to teach; OR
· a high teacher turnover rate.

Noyce Associates and Noyce Scholars participate in monthly Noyce Seminars that address topics related to teaching science in a high need school district and also attend annual professional development conferences such as the Western Regional Noyce Conference and the California Science Teachers Association Conference.
Finally, Noyce Scholars are expected to apply for and participate in at least one summer of research, either through the STEM Teacher and Researcher (STAR) Program or through another STEM related research experience. More information on STAR is available at www.StarTeacherResearcher.org. The summer research experience should occur before the Noyce Scholar begins the credential program.
Scholarship Benefits

The Robert Noyce Scholars program is prestigious and nationally recognized. In addition to financial scholarship support, monthly seminars, and building your résumé, Cal Poly Science Noyce Scholars will benefit from the following Noyce related activities and opportunities:

· Noyce Seminars – Monthly seminars on teaching in high need school districts.

· Summer Research Experience – Paid summer research at a national laboratory through the STEM Teacher and Researcher (STAR) Program or equivalent.

· Professional Teacher Conference – Travel to such conferences as the California Science Teacher Conference and Western Regional Noyce Scholars Conference.

· Noyce Alumni Mentoring – Google+ Hangouts with Noyce alumni now teaching in the field.
· Noyce-STAR Alumni Summer Professional Development Institute – Participation in a four-day summer institute in years following credential completion.

· Additional Professional Development Opportunities – Support to participate in additional professional development following credential completion.

· Intensified Partnerships with Local High-Need School Districts – Teaching experiences in local high need school districts.

Qualifications

Applications for Noyce Associates are open to students in their junior year or senior year at Cal Poly. Applicants should be majoring in a science, math, or engineering field, demonstrate aptitude in science coursework, and be committed to pursuing a science teaching credential and teaching in a high need school district. Applications are encouraged from students with GPAs of 3.0 or higher.
