Ella R. Colby and Dr. Mang presented a research paper at the American Studies Association (ASA) in
November 2025.
 
Their presentation was entitled, "Uncle Sam’s Proving Grounds: The Beltsville National Farm,
Scientized Agriculture, and Experimentation as Logics of American Empire.” Their presentation was
about how agricultural experimentation, supported by the "USDA-Research Complex” at Beltsville,
MD, played a significant role in expanding American imperialism in the early 20th century.
