o Coordinate and facilitate mentee group interactions that foster community and belonging
e Engage in weekly Mentor Crew meetings facilitated by Lead Scholar Mentor
e Meet with Lead Scholar Mentor 1:1 as requested
e Meet with supervisor 1:1 twice/semester to discuss mentee progress and resolve issues
e Optional: host in-person or virtual office hours to answer mentee questions outside of scheduled meetings
e Complete all other duties as assigned
